1 Freak the Mighty by Rodman Philbrick [Theology] - A wonderful story of triumph
over imperfection, shame and loss.

+&Stargirl by Jerry Spinelli [Theology 10]

Jerry Spinelli, author of Newbery Medalist Maniac Magee, Newbery Honor Book
Wringer, and many other excellent books for teens, elegantly and accurately captures the
collective, not-always-pretty emotions of a high school microcosm in which individuality
is pitted against conformity. Spinelli's Stargirl is a supernatural teen character--absolutely
egoless, altruistic, in touch with life's primitive rhythms, meditative, untouched by
popular culture, and supremely self-confident. It is the sensitive Leo whom readers will
relate to as he grapples with who she is, who he is, who they are together as Stargirl and
Starboy, and indeed, what it means to be a human being on a planet that is rich with
wonders.

*Into the Wild by Jon Krakauer [English 10]

"God, he was a smart kid..." So why did Christopher McCandless trade a bright future--a
college education, material comfort, uncommon ability and charm--for death in an
abandoned bus in the woods of Alaska? This is the question that Jon Krakauer's book



tries to answer. While it doesn't—cannot—answer the question with certainty, Into the
Wild does shed considerable light along the way. Not only about McCandless's "Alaskan
odyssey," but also the forces that drive people to drop out of society and test themselves
in other ways. By book's end, McCandless isn't merely a newspaper clipping, but a
sympathetic, oddly magnetic personality. Whether he was "a courageous idealist, or a
reckless idiot," you won't soon forget Christopher McCandless.

*#Jane Eyre by Charlotte Bronte

On the surface a fairly conventional Gothic romance (poor orphan governess is hired by
rich, brooding hero-type), but the story is very much about the nature of human freedom
and equality, and if Jane was seen as something of a renegade in nineteenth-century
England, it is because her story is that of a woman who struggles for self-definition and
determination in a society that too often denies her that right. Rochester, that thorny man
whom Jane eventually falls for, is a man who sets his own laws and manipulates the lives
of those around him; before he can enter into a marriage of equals with Jane he must
undergo a spiritual transformation. Should the lesson sound dry, it's not. Jane Eyre is full
of drama: fires, storms, attempted murder, and a mad wife conveniently stashed away in

*The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian by Sherman Alexie

Exploring Indian identity, both self and tribal, Alexie's first young adult novel is a
semiautobiographical chronicle of Arnold Spirit, aka Junior, a Spokane Indian from
Wellpinit, WA. The bright 14-year-old was born with water on the brain, is regularly the
target of bullies, and loves to draw. He says, "I think the world is a series of broken dams
and floods, and my cartoons are tiny little lifeboats." He expects disaster when he
transfers from the reservation school to the rich, white school in Reardan, but soon finds
himself making friends with both geeky and popular students and starting on the
basketball team. Meeting his old classmates on the court, Junior grapples with questions
about what constitutes one's community, identity, and tribe. The daily struggles of
reservation life and the tragic deaths of the protagonist's grandmother, dog, and older
sister would be all but unbearable without the humor and resilience of spirit with which
Junior faces the world. The many characters, on and off the rez, with whom he has



dealings are portrayed with compassion and verve, particularly the adults in his extended
family. Forney's simple pencil cartoons fit perfectly within the story and reflect the
burgeoning artist within Junior. . . The teen's determination to both improve himself and
overcome poverty, despite the handicaps of birth, circumstances, and race, delivers a
positive message in a low-key manner. - Chris Shoemaker, New York Public Library
